Pray that we would reflect the unity in the Godhead so that
the world may know Jesus and His salvation. (1 Tim 2:4-5 & 2 Pet 3:9)

« Pray for an end to silos and division and for a spirit of unity between congregations,
nonprofits, civic leaders, and marketplace leaders throughout Ohio and beyond.
